Results Revisited

In several cross-cultural
situations our students are
putting the theological and
missiological principals
into action as churches

are established (ex.
Bulgaria, Japan, Uruguay,
Muslim areas)

While the electronic
communication is innova-
vative and real, a personal
one-to-one weekly conver-
sation may be more

useful to the student.

More care is needed to
insure that ICS students
are involved in Christian
service with a cross-
cultural aspect. This is
more involved when a
student has a double
major or minor like music
or medicine.

The 50% mark continues
to hold true, but there

is a group of ICS
graduates who are taking
longer to “get to the field”
for reasons such as student
debt, adoption of children,
involvement in local cross-
cultural ministries.
